Barrow in Furness is situated in south-west Cumbria 
on the edge of the Lake District National Park, 
approximately 33 miles from access to the M6 
motorway at junction 36, 33 miles from Kendal, 23 
miles from Windermere and 8 miles from Ulverston.  
Significant local employers include BAE Systems, 
Kimberly Clark, Glaxo SmithKline and Liberata. 
 
Location  
The property is situated on the Ormsgill residential 
estate and close to Hawcoat, being a short distance 
from Park Road, which comprises the main A590 
trunk road leading into Barrow town centre, offering 
good opportunity for passing trade.  The property 
occupies a detached position but close to a 
neighbourhood parade incorporating newsagent, 
betting office, pharmacy and Post Office.  With no 
other competing fish & chip shop business in the 
immediate vicinity, there is scope to significantly 
increase trade from the premises which currently 
has limited opening hours. 

Description 
The property comprises a detached 2/3-bedroomed 
house refurbished to a good standard, together with 
a separate (but linked) retail shop operating as the 
fish & chip shop.  The fish & chip shop is fully fitted 
out for trading and all fixtures and fittings are 
included within the sale.  If necessary, the shop 
could be occupied separately from the house.  
Alternatively, the property offers an excellent 
opportunity for an owner operated business with 
separate, and self-contained, living accommodation.
